Sample Degree Plan
Qualified Angelicum Academy students may begin studies at CDU during grades 11-12 (or the summer
following grade 10) with the approval of the Angelicum Academy. The course arrangement/order below is
flexible (e.g., Fr. Fessio’s Theology Online courses may be taken anytime in Year 3 or 4). The 8-week
courses are designed to allow students to take two such 3-credit courses back-to-back, in one semester.
12-week courses begin in the first Term of any semester, and result in a four week overlap with the 2™
Term courses. The arrangement below results in 90 College credits and the CDU AA degree, earned by
the completion of 12" grade.
